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Abstract

By using colour Digicol Density Analyzer and comparison of Vis
and IR satellite picture the satellite imageries of the years 1973-
1975 were used to gnalyse and test the relations between the cloud
patterns and the mdvement of typhoon, the occurrence of thunderstori
and the'distribﬁtion of fog fop Taiwan and neighboring ares.

The patterns of Center Dense overcast and Arc Cloud as well as
the orientation of high cloud lines or bands_were found to be as &
good indicator for movement of typhoons over Taiwan area.
