Professor Chiang had devoted in the study of wmeteorclogy for \qare than
forty-five years. After his veturning from Europe in 1913, ke'took his pcst of the
Chief of ‘ Department of Meteorology [in Peking Observatory when Dr. Kao Lu,
(=12 a famous astronomer in Ching then took the directorate. In the wean-time,
the knowledge of fhefearalogy was liltle knaw;z'm the society of China. Np lexthiok
in meteorology can be found in any library. Therefore he staried his translation of
@ series of baoks in metasralogy for the training of weather observers and forecasters.
He made the plan on the establishment of a meteomlogzcat network in China. By
then he helped the Natmnal Air Force Administration to set #p a nuwmber of
meteorological stations for the safety purposes of aviation. Myr. Chang Chi-chieh
(GBEE), a prominent scholar was then the Minister 6f Ministry of Agriculture
aund Commerce. He wrote ¢ preface for the “Applied Meteorology” of Professor
Chiang's work and considered his baok in the sciance of meteqrology as a yolume of
unprecedmted success in his line. In 1923, Tsingtao again reentered the ferritory
of Ching. Professor P. J. Chiang was assigned {o take aver the wmetearological
Sfunctions there. Later he was appointed 1o be the director of Tsinglaov Observatory
and kept his position for more than fen years. During these years he performed his
service and completed many projects in excellent conditions. Such projects as to issue the
daily forecasts and weather charis for the safety of aerial and marine navigetions;
to modify the cannon service for timz signals; to purchase the FEquatorial and
Tmnsat For making celestial obserpations; 10 establish an aquariem for the exkibfion

af waler resonrces and a marine biological institute; to initiate the magnetic and

" seismological obsevvations; to build o particulay lilvary for the collection of astronomical

anl geophysical publications; to participate the longititudinagl and  nephelo-metrical
observations with other institution of foreign countries; 1o have an extension in making.
upper-aiy investigations and on the establishment of standard clocks in the region*
of municipality of Tsingtao, had won muéh praise from the cifizens there. Due fo
his efforts exerted at Tsinglao, ke received with much honouy and esteem from the
institutions of other countries. He had pariicipated the Confergnce of Directors of
Observatories of the Far East in Manila and the Pacific Science Cafzgress at Java.
e later meeting he had been elected as o chairman of the Section of Meleorology.

He had olso received an honourable presidentship from the Metegrological '

Society of Ialy and dglso the membzrship from ihe Internaiional Asiyonomical
Union. His papers presented in those conferences had frequently receivad high
interesis in. the discussion of pariicibants. He hud formerly been elected as the
presidents of the Astronomical Sociely and the DMefeorological Society of Republic
of China and special correspondant of members of Institutes of Astronomy and
Meteo)a!agy of Academia Sinica. He had spent many years in teaching in the
Usiversity af Peking, Shantung and Taiwan, the Novmal Universily of Poking
and the Nan-Yuen Flying school. His Students are so many that you will possibly
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mcet them in every corner of this country: Heis so amiable {o everybody with friendly

atmosphere and manners and so gives much deep impressions lo those who et him.

Recently some awards from the Board of the National Longrange Development
of Science in China had been conferred to kim in honor of Fkis success in
researches. Besides he has much interesis in the study of Chinese liferature and
poems. A collection of his verses and poemns has popularly been circulated in China. He
lives in a simple and plain Lfe and in a mode of high cultural Chinese. Possibly this
wmight be the reason that he could attain at such a great age. Both of his contribution
and his age ave worthwhile for uslo confer the congratulations 10" him on the

birthday of his Eightieth Anniversary.
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
